The Albay Provincial Health Office (PHO), through the Provincial Epidemiology
Surveillance Unit (PESU), in coordination with the respective Municipal Epidemiology
Surveillance Units (MESUs), continues close and regular monitoring of all identified
evacuation centers to evaluate their current conditions and promptly respond to any
health-related issues or concerns.
