Lava effusion w/ lava flow on Basud (3.8 km), Bonga (3.2 km), and Mi-isi 
(1.3 km) gullies, with episodic minor strombolian activity and short-lived lava 
fountaining; The crater glow is fair (naked eye). The plume is 100 meters above the 
crater with moderate emission; west drift. Volcano edifice is inflated. [PHIVOLCS]
